Events: All Events from Juvenile and above will be judged with the IJS.
Program Content  Sheet:  All program content sheets must be done on the USFS Web Site- www.usfigureskating.org by May 12,2008. Go to Member’s only link, Online event Registration, on the top left, Event Manager, Program Content, Other Competitions. 
Accidents & Refunds:  Per rules 3233 and 3235 or if the event is not held, or if withdrawal of an entry is made before the closing of entries on April 9, 2007
Test and Age:  Are as of the April 7, 2008 Entry Deadline.

Eligibility: Skaters may enter as many events as they wish, as long as they meet the eligibility requirements.  A skater may compete at one level higher than the skater’s current US Figure Skating test level, but not below.  If you are entering more than one event, please remember that two ice surfaces will be used for this competition.  Therefore, the Competition Committee cannot be responsible for skaters’ individual schedules having conflicting events, although every effort will be made to avoid scheduling conflicts.  The Chief Referee will determine times and days for all events.

Facilities:  The New England Sports Center is a modern, five-rink complex.  We will be using Rinks 1 & 3 for this competition.  Each rink measures 200’ x 85’ with rounded corners.  The snack bar or the restaurant will be open throughout the competition.

Music:   CD’s only.  Program must be the only music on the CD and it must start at the beginning of the CD.  All music must be turned in at the registration desk at least one hour before the event.  All competitors should bring an extra copy of their program music as a back up.

Awards: 
Medals will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place finishers in all events.


Plaques will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place finishers in all final rounds.

Competition Schedule & Practice Ice: Competition and practice ice schedules will be on www.newenglandfsc.com as soon as possible after the deadline.  You must check the website for any updates and changes to the schedules. In order to pre book practice ice you must call with a credit card number.
Critiques: Critiques will be offered for all short programs in the initial round or short programs not having an initial round.

Intermediate: Juvenile or Intermediate Freeskating test passed. (Program as specified in 3671)

Novice: Intermediate or Novice Freeskating Test passed. (Program as specified in 3661-Men or 3662-Ladies)
Junior:  Novice or Junior Freeskating Test passed. (Program as specified in 3651-Men or 3652-Ladies –

              Group C-:2007-2008 elements)

Senior:  Junior or Senior Freeskating test passed. (Program as specified in 3641-Men or 3642-Ladies)

The Phoebe Weston Award will be given for the Best Choreographed and Performed Short Program in the Novice, Junior and Senior Short Program Events
The Wilhelm Appeltoft Award will be given for the best Choreographed and Performed Short Program in the Intermediate Short Programs

Pre-Preliminary A:  May have passed up to Pre-Preliminary Freeskating test.  No axels or double jumps              allowed.  3711- Program length–1 ½ min.

Pre-Preliminary B:  May have passed up to Pre-Preliminary Freeskating test.  Axels only (3711). Program length-1 ½ min.
Preliminary A:  Pre-Preliminary or Preliminary Freeskating test passed.  Axel only, no double jumps. Axel may be repeated in combination or sequence. 3701- Program length-1 ½ min.
Preliminary B:  Pre-Preliminary or Preliminary Freeskating test passed. Axels plus two different double jumps, which may be repeated as individual jumps, combinations or sequences.  3701- Program length-1 ½ min.
Pre-Juvenile:  Preliminary or Pre-Juvenile Freeskating test passed. 4 different doubles allowed which may be repeated as individual jumps, combinations or sequences.  3691- Program length-2 min.

Juvenile:  Pre-Juvenile or Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  No triple jumps.  3681- Program length-2 min, 15 sec. 12 Years of age or under

Open Juvenile:  Pre-Juvenile or Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  No triple jumps.  3681- Program length-2 min, 15 sec. Thirteen Years of age and up

INTERPRETIVE

(Skaters may enter only ONE Interpretive Event)

Interpretive is a form of Freeskating in which the skater will be judged on their overall performance.  Eligibility is based on the Freeskating test levels.  Music will be selected from modern, contemporary, fun cuts of music.  Note: If there are insufficient male skaters to form a separate event for any level, males and females will be grouped together by level.

Criteria for this event are as follows:

1)
Music will be age level appropriate, randomly selected from cuts of music supplied by the Competition Committee.

2)
Music will be played once in the locker room for skaters.

3)
Music will be played twice during warm-up.

4)
Skaters will return to the locker room after their warm-up and remain there while waiting for their turn to skate.

5)
No coaches are allowed in the locker room or at the boards.

6)
No double jumps allowed.

Competitors will be judged on the following categories:

1)
Choreography – Suitability of program sequence and elements to the music and theme

2)
Originality – Creativity of chosen theme carried throughout the entire program.

3)
Showmanship- Presentation to the audience and overall style.

Pre-Juvenile:  Preliminary or Pre-Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.

Juvenile:  Pre-Juvenile or Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.
Intermediate:  Juvenile or Intermediate Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.

Novice:  Intermediate or Novice Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.

SHOWCASE

Pre-Preliminary: No Test to Pre-Preliminary Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.
Preliminary:  Pre-Preliminary or Preliminary Freeskating test passed.  Program length-1 ½ min.
Pre-Juvenile:  Preliminary or Pre-Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  Program length-2 min.

Juvenile:  Pre-Juvenile or Juvenile Freeskating test passed.  Program length-2 min.
Intermediate:  Juvenile or Intermediate Freeskating test passed.  Program length-2 ½ min.

Competitors skate to their own choice of music and hand-held props are allowed.  Decorations on costumes must be securely fastened.  No props or clothing that “shed” material will be allowed.  The referee has the right to deem any prop(s) hazardous to the skater.  Axels are allowed, but NO double jumps. 

Competitors will be judged in the following areas:

1. Music interpretation (expression of mood/theme of music)

2. Audience appeal (response)

3. Skating performance (style, flow, confidence in presentation)

4.   Choreography (arrangement of steps, spins, jumps, etc.)
5.   Costume (appropriate to the performance)
INDIVIDUAL COMPULSORY MOVES

(Skaters may enter only ONE Compulsory Moves Event)

Eligibility for the Compulsory Moves Event is based on the Freeskating test passed.  All compulsory moves programs may not exceed but may be shorter than 1-½ minutes. All specified moves must be included, but not done in any particular order.  Connecting steps are allowed and will be marked but such steps should be limited to the minimum necessary to link the various moves.  Unspecified or additional moves are not allowed and marks will be deducted if any are included. The program will be skated without music and using half-ice, except for Intermediate which will be skated on full ice.
